BURJ KHALIFA

Designed by the American architectural firm Skidmore, Owings & Merrill, the 
building features a sleek design inspired by Islamic architecture and the desert 
flower Hymenocallis. Visitors can explore its observation decks on the 124th, 
125th, and 148th floors, which offer stunning panoramic views of the city, the 
desert, and the Arabian Gulf. The tower is home to luxury residences, offices, 
restaurants, and the Armani Hotel. Illuminated at night with spectacular light 
shows, the Burj Khalifa is not only a record-breaking skyscraper but also a 
     cultural icon and one of the most visited attractions in Dubai.
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DESERT SAFARI
