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BLUE MOSQUE ISTANBUL

The Blue Mosque, or Sultan Ahmed Mosque, is one of Istanbul’s most iconic
landmarks and a masterpiece of Ottoman architecture. Built in the early 17th 
century during the reign of Sultan Ahmed I, it is renowned for its striking blue 
İznik tiles that adorn its interior walls, giving the mosque its popular name. The 
mosque features six towering minarets and a large central dome, creating a 
breathtaking silhouette against the Istanbul skyline. 

Visitors are captivated by the serene atmosphere, intricate tilework, and grandeur 
of the spacious courtyard. As both a place of worship and a symbol of Istanbul’s 
rich history, the Blue Mosque remains a must-see attraction for anyone 
exploring the city.
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THE BASILICA CISTERN

The Basilica Cistern, located in the heart of Istanbul, is a captivating underground 
marvel built during the Byzantine Empire in the 6th century under Emperor 
Justinian I. Once providing water to the Great Palace of Constantinople, this vast 
subterranean structure holds 336 marble columns, each rising majestically to support
its vaulted ceiling. Known for its mystical and serene ambiance, the Cistern is 
particularly famous for its two Medusa head carvings used as column bases, adding 
an air of mystery. 

The still water reflecting the dim lighting creates a magical atmosphere, making
the Basilica Cistern one of Istanbul’s most unique and enchanting attractions.
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
